Movie. Tate collaborated with Aardman — the animation company
behind Wallace and Gromit; and Fallon, the creative agency that
originated the concept. The Tate Movie was the first animation film
of its kind made by and for children across the UK.
To enable The Tate Movie Project to enlist the help of kids
nationwide, we ran two Broadcast Radio PR days from our Maple
Street Studios, using popular Blue Peter presenter Andy Akinwolere
as the spokesperson for both bursts.
